*  THE INCIDENCE OF FLU  is a concern.  Because of my 

compromised immunity I believe it best that I do not distribute 

Communion or greet parishioners in the vestibule after Mass 

until the epidemic passes and the Communion Cup is restored.  

*  THE CUP AND THE  SHAKING OF HANDS-Many 

people are suffering from colds and influenza. Caution must be 

taken to reduce the spread of disease.  Therefore: The use of 

the communion cup at all Masses will be suspended until the 

threat of disease passes. Another major mode of disease trans-

mission is hand shaking.  Therefore: I ask your cooperation in 

not shaking hands with others at the Peace Rite until the dis-

ease threat is diminished.
